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	SCRIPT NOTE:

The approach to this video will be similar to the Air Force “Bumpersticker” commercial that premiered during the MTV Video Awards – high octane music, rapid-fire editing, and short quick-hit sound bites of single sentences and phrases.

This video will tell the story of the STS-105 mission, but in a slightly different manner than previous SFA videos.  We will use perhaps only one or possibly two astronauts on camera, relying more on brief narration, sound bites and imagery to tell the story.

The theme of the program is that Space Station is up there and functional, right now, today.  It is permanently occupied and operational, and we are conducting science operations and building a challenging, inspiring, and exciting program.

We as an agency are delivering on our promise to build a laboratory and conduct real science that will benefit the people of Earth, now and in the future.

	Discovery will carry two of these large racks to the ISS, adding to the space stations’ long term research capability.

	The crew of STS-105 will also conduct two spacewalks to install equipment to the exterior of the space station.

	After eleven days on orbit, the crew of Discovery and the returning Expedition Two crew will back away from the space station and prepare for the journey home.
